The 2011 SINET 16 Innovators are CipherCloud, cloud data encryption and tokenization; FIXMO, mobile
device risk management; Glimmerglass, optical cyber solutions; Imanami, group identity management;
Invincea, endpoint browsers and document security; KoolSpan, mobile device encryption engine; Mocana,
smart device security; MokaFive, virtualized desktops; Mykonos Software, code level application security;
Revere Security, high efficiency encryption technology; Rsignia, advanced servers for detection, mitigation,
countermeasures, and forensics; SilverTail Systems, predictive analytics for detection and prevention of
website fraud and abuse; SS8, lawful interception and communication forensics; Stegosystems, malware
execution prevention; Symplified, cloud security; and Triumfant, attack detection and remediation.
